values of their waist movement and forward lean while running. Such values can be used to

improve users’ proper running posture resulting in fewer knee injuries.

The “Sport Science Innovation Contest” is held annually, with the goal to encourage
instructors, teachers, students, and the general public to demonstrate their abilities, creativity in
innovation, as well as to disseminate their innovation and technology in sports science that are

beneficial to public health.
