• Miss Sirirat Wittayakunsatid and Miss Piyawan Tongpan, who won the  

1st Runner-Up (Bronze Medal) in women's doubles in the age group of 30-34

(Bronze Medal) in men's doubles in the age group of 35-39 years. 

• Mr. Arige Yisarakun and Miss Siriporn Rojanakosol, who won the 1st Runner-Up 

(Bronze Medal) in mixed doubles in the age group of 45-49 years. 

• Miss Kittiya Ploywattanawong and Miss Wanvisa Buaban, who won the 1st prize 

in the Fancy Dress Competition. 

The “Joong-Gun-Run Competition (Run Together)” was one of the 20 competitions 

held during the 2023 Mahidol Games. This competition was split into two groups: Team 

(consisting of 6 members per team) and Doubles, which is further divided into 7 subcategories 

based on age groups ranging from under 29 years old to 55 years (under 29 years, 30-34 years, 

35-39 years, 40-44 years, 45-49 years and 55 years above). Competitors in all categories were 

required to run around Mahidol University, covering a distance of 2.4 kilometers per round.
